Burapha University Graduate School Announcement
No. 0153/2024
Guidelines for Dissertation, Thesis, and Independent Study Publication
for Graduate Students of Burapha University

It is seen as necessary to have a Burapha University announcement about thesis
guidelines for dissertation, thesis, and independent study publication for graduate students of
Burapha University.

In accordance to Burapha University Regulation No.5 clause 2 about graduate
education 2023 and the resolution of the Graduate School Board in meeting No.5/2024 (B.E.
2567) on 14 May 2024 (B.E. 2567), and the Academic Council in meeting No.5/2024 (B.E.
2567) on 29 May 2024 (B.E. 2567), hereby announces as follows,

Item 1 This announcement is called “Burapha University Graduate School
Announcement No. 0153/2024 (B.E. 2567) about Guidelines for Dissertation, Thesis, and
Independent Study Publication for Graduate Students of Burapha University”.

Item 2 This announcement will be enforced on students enrolled in the new
curriculum and the edited curriculum which received approval from the university council
from 27 September 2022 (B.E. 2565) onwards.

Item 3 In this announcement,

“University” refers to Burapha University.

“University Council” refers to Burapha University Council.

“Academic Council” refers to Burapha University Academic Council.

“Graduate School” refers to Burapha University Graduate School.

“Faculty/College” refers to academic departments according to Section 9 (3) of
Burapha University Act 2007 (B.E. 2550) which have graduate degree curriculums.

“Graduate School Board” refers to the Graduate School Board of Burapha

University.
“Students” refers to Burapha University graduate students
“Dissertation” refers to research document of doctor’s degree students.
“Thesis” refers to research document of master’s students studying in plan 1.
“Independent study” refers to research document of master’s students studying
in plan 2.

“Publishing” refers to publishing dissertation, thesis or independent study in
national or international journals. This includes full papers published in national or
international proceedings.

“Peer reviewer” refers to peer reviewers from multiple institutions who are
tasked with reviewing the quality of documents within each field of study or related fields, to
able to publish them in academic journals. This include those who review the quality of
innovations, inventions, creative works and other academic works as well.

“First author” refers to the person whose name is the first on the academic
work, credited as responsible for the work and the one who has written the manuscript.
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“Co-author” refers to others related to the work, excluding the first author,
responsible for checking the accuracy of their part of the work.

“Corresponding author” refers to the person responsible for publishing the
research or academic work by expressing its academic value including data, evidence,
remarks, and experience. They are also responsible for contacting the editor.

“National journal” refers to national academic journal which publishes
researches. It could be either a physical printed publication or electronic publication with a
proper publication schedule. The journal must be of a quality accepted by academics in its
related field of study, with a regular publication schedule for at least 3 years. Its articles must
be reviewed by at least 3 peer reviewers from multiple external institutions.

“International journals” refers to international academic journals in form of
either printed or electronic research publications which are in the Civil Servant in Higher
Education Institution Committee’s database including ERIC, MathsciNet, Pubmed, Scopus,
Web of Science (SCIE, SSCI, and AHCI database only), JSTOR and Project Muse.

“Proceedings” refers to the published record of the conference or a collection
of full academic papers presented in the academic conference, either national or international
from academic conferences held by academic or professional associations excluding
conferences held by higher education institutions. These conference must have been held for
at least 5 consecutive years with peer reviewers from multiple institutions related to the field
choosing articles and checking accuracy, language use and presentation format before
publication. The proceeding can be published before or after the conference in either printed
or electronic formats.

“Innovation” refers to a significant new or improved product which leads to
standard, efficiency, value and quality improvements and effects commercial and public
factors in a significant way. It must possess one of the following qualities,

(1) Technological innovation such as product, service or process.
(2) Social innovation such as organizational management, financial,
business or marketing management.

“Creative work™ refers to a scientific and technological creative product or
an aesthetic, artistic creative product. . It must possess one of the following qualities,

(1) Scientific and technological creative work refers to academic works
involving the invention of equipment or laborsaving devices, creation of
new fauna or flora or specialized microorganism, invention of vaccines,
or other products or inventions which are beneficial for the economy and
society. The development process must be acceptable within the field and
incorporate aspects of scientific and technological knowledge.

(2) Aesthetic artistic creative work refers to product or group of products
which shows aesthetic art. The creative work must show the author’s
creative abilities and stem from ideas of philosophy, morality and artistic
appreciation which reflect the reality, beauty and goodness. It requires an
explanation about the knowledge and understanding of the work. This
type includes creative works such as literature, performing arts, music,
architecture, design, painting, sculpture, printed works and other forms of
art.
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“Invention” refers to research and development product and innovations
which may not yet have received standard or quality approval. This product may still be in the
middle of the approval process for future financial uses.

“Patent” refers to patent in accordance to the patent law

“Other academic work” refers to academic works in other formats which
can be found according to the Civil Servant in Higher Education Institution Committee
Announcement about guidelines and method for appointment of assistant professor, associate
professor, and professor as follows,

(1) Industrial academic works

(2) Academic works about development of teaching and learning

(3) Academic works about public policy development

(4) Case Studies

(5) Translation

(6) Dictionary, encyclopedia, nomenclature dictionary and other similar
works

(7) Software

(8) Academic Services to Local Community and Society

Item 4 Dissertation, thesis, and independent study publication for graduate
students

Be in accordance to Burapha University Regulation about graduate education
2023 No.68 and the Standard of Higher Education Committee Announcement about
guidelines for thesis or part of thesis publications in national and international journals 2022
(B.E. 2565) or its amendments (if any) as follows,

(1) Master’s degree, plan 1

Publication Criteria Amount

1) Thesis or part of the thesis must be published in a national
journal OR

2) Thesis or part of the thesis must be published in an
international journal OR

3) Thesis or part of the thesis must be published in an At least 1 piece
academic conference proceedings OR
4) Innovation OR

5) Invention OR

(2) Master’s degree, plan 2

patent

Item 5 Guidelines for publication

(1) In the publication, the student must be the first author and the advisor is either
the co-author or the corresponding author, with shared responsibility of the publication. The
affiliation is Burapha University.
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(2) If the academic journal the student sent their research to, was later removed
from the acceptable journal list within the database, students must abide by the list of
acceptable journals on the date they received an approval of publishing from the journal.

(3) Innovations, inventions, creative works, or other academic works must be
appraised by peer reviewers from external institutions in the same or related field of study.
There must be at least 3 peer reviewers who are knowledgeable and experienced experts
approved by the University Council.

(4) During the appointment of the peer reviewers committee for innovations,
inventions, creative works, or other academic works, the faculty/college must present a list of
at least 3 external experts with their background including education background, work
experiences and positions, signifying their renowned expertise to the Graduate School. Then
the list will be screened and presented to the Academic Council and University Council for
approval. The Dean of Graduate School will appoint these external experts as peer reviewers
committee for innovations, inventions, creative works, or other academic works and announce
it to the faculty/college.

(5) For innovations, inventions, creative works which can be beneficial in
financial, social and economic aspects or have received a patent, or other academic works,
student and their major advisor are required to list their names and are both responsible for the
product.

(6) If any curriculum holds a higher publication criteria for graduation than
mentioned above, students must abide by the curriculum’s criteria for graduation.

Item 6 Sending publication documents

(1) Academic journal - Students should send a copy of the published article, with
a copy of the cover and title page of the journal. Both signed as certified true copies. This
must be send via the affiliated dean to the Graduate School.

If the article has not yet been published, send the paper or document of the
approval for publishing in a journal, along which the full article sent for publishing, a copy of
the latest cover and title page of the journal. This must be send via the affiliated dean to the
Graduate School.

If the article was not published in an academic journal as previously stated, the
faculty/college should report this to the faculty/college board, the Graduate School Board, the
Academic Council, and the University Council accordingly for adjustment or removal of
degree and educational qualifications.

(2) Proceeding — Student should send a copy of the published research, cover,
table of contents, list of editors, and list of conference management committee. This must be
send via the affiliated dean to the Graduate School.

(3) Innovation — Student should send evidence of publications which was
approved by at least 3 peer reviewers form the same or related field of study from multiple
institutions, according to the Graduate School’s evaluation and publication report.

(4) Scientific and technological creative work - Student should send evidence of
publications which was approved by at least 3 peer reviewers form the same or related field of
study from multiple institutions, according to the Graduate School’s evaluation and
publication report.

(5) Aesthetic artistic creative work — Students should send evidence of a reply to
participate in an exhibition, show, public performance, or pictures, video recordings, voice
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recordings, recording tape or electronic shows, which was approved by at least 3 peer
reviewers form the same or related field of study from multiple institutions, according to the
Graduate School’s evaluation and publication report.

(6) Invention — Student should send evidence of research and development, and
improved innovation.

(7) Patent — Student should send evidence of the patent

(8) Other academic work — Students should send searchable evidence of
publication according to the Graduate School’s evaluation and publication report.

Item 7 If there are any issues regarding this regulation or not mentioned in this
regulation, the Graduate School Board are to discuss and suggest resolutions to the President
of Burapha University. The President’s decision is final.

Item 8 The President of Burapha University will be following this regulation.

Transitory provisions

Students who enrolled in curriculums approved before 27 September 2022
(B.E. 2565), are to abide by the previous Burapha University Announcement, No. 0312/2020
(B.E. 2563), on guidelines for publication, follow-up, and report on graduate student’s
research publication 2020 for graduate students (B.E. 2563) until graduation.
