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Graduate School and Computer Center Collaborate
to Launch GRD-Forms Phase 3: A Paperless System
Supporting Sustainable Management and the SDGs
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On February 4, 2026, the Graduate School of Burapha University, led by Asst. Prof. Dr. Montana Rungsiyopas, Vice-
Dean for Academic Affairs, along with staff members and representatives from the Computer Center, held a strategic
meeting in Meeting Room 702 to develop the GRD- Forms Phase 3 system.

The GRD-Forms System Phase 3 is an online service platform for submitting electronic documents for graduation
completion requests (GRD-Exit) and for managing the related process pathway of graduate students from the
beginning until the period prior to graduation (GRD-Journey).

This new system is part of an initiative to enhance administrative efficiency by reducing the use of paper
documents and improving the speed of services through a systematic and verifiable process.
The initiative is aligned with the United Nations Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs), particularly:

This initiative reflects the Graduate School’s ongoing commitment to digital transformation, operational excellence,
and sustainability in higher education administration.
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Training Program on Modern Statistics and
the Use of Artificial Intelligence (Al)
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On 12 February 2026, the Graduate School organized a training program titled “Modern Statistics and the Use of
Artificial Intelligence (Al)” via Zoom and YouTube Live. The event was opened with a welcome speech by Assoc. Prof.
Dr. Witawat Jangiam, Dean of the Graduate School. The program was honored by the presence of Assoc. Prof. Dr.
Poonpong Suksawang, a lecturer from the Faculty of Education, Burapha University, who served as the guest speaker.

The obijective of this program was to enhance knowledge and understanding of the application of statistics in
research for graduate students, lecturers, and researchers from various organizations. Participants were able to learn
how to apply statistical knowledge in combination with artificial intelligence (Al) to conduct research accurately and
appropriately. In addition, the program helped reduce both time and budget required for research activities.

The Graduate School of Burapha University
convened the Graduate Integrated Curriculum
Design Committee Meeting No. 2/2026 on 18
February 2569 at Meeting Room 702,
Graduate School Office. The purpose of the
meeting was to determine the direction and
establish a framework for systematically
designing the overall process of developing
Burapha University’s integrated graduate
program curriculum.
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The key focus of the meeting was the consideration of survey formats, and the committee also scheduled a focus
group meeting with stakeholders, including educational institutions, relevant government agencies, startup
entrepreneurs, industrial factories, hospitals, student groups, and medical equipment sales representatives. The
discussion aimed to explore skill requirements and characteristics, as well as knowledge requirements for the
interdisciplinary program curriculum. The information gathered will be used to support the preparation of a concept
paper for the development of new programs at Burapha University in the next phase.

This meeting followed earlier consultative discussions in which the Graduate School collaborated with four
faculties—the Faculty of Allied Health Sciences, the International College, the Faculty of Public Health, and the Faculty
of Logistics—to exchange ideas and develop the concept of a bilingual integrated master’'s degree program in the
Master of Science (MSc) group. The program is designed to integrate knowledge across multiple disciplines and to
enhance both in-depth expertise and interdisciplinary competencies of learners, in alignment with contemporary
economic, social, and technological contexts.
